AGREEMENT
I.

DEFINITIONS

A.
Orpheus.  The Orpheus Hellenic Folklore Society (hereinafter “ORPHEUS”) is a non-profit, tax-exempt organization dedicated to perpetuating the rich history and traditions of Greek folk dances, songs, and music.

B.
2007 Greece Tour.  To fulfill its mission, ORPHEUS has organized a tour to Kalamata, Greece and other locations in Greece from July 23, 2007, through July 30, 2007 that includes, but is not limited to, rehearsals, performances, dance workshops, lodging, meals, leisure and educational excursions, transportation to and from ORPHEUS activities in Greece, and other activities and services for participants in the tour.  Hereinafter, the entirety of events, activities, and services associated with this tour shall be referred to as the “2007 Greece Tour.”

C.
Participant.  _______________________   _______________________ [First Name, Last Name of Participant in the 2007 Greece Tour] (hereinafter “Participant”) is an individual who has voluntarily elected to participate in the 2007 Greece Tour organized by ORPHEUS.  In the event Participant is a minor as defined by the State of Illinois with respect to executing legal agreements of this nature, Participant shall mean both the minor Participant and, simultaneously, the parent or guardian of the minor Participant who has executed this agreement, except where expressly specified otherwise.

II.

CONDUCT

A.
Following Instructions.  Throughout the duration of the 2007 Greece Tour, Participant agrees to follow all rules and instructions issued by or on behalf of ORPHEUS.  

B.
Supervision.  Participant understands and agrees that Participant, and not ORPHEUS, shall be responsible at all times for the conduct of Participant as well as the conduct and supervision of any and all minor participants in Participant’s charge.

III.

WAIVER AND RELEASE
A.
Voluntary Participation.  Participant requests voluntarily to participate in the 2007 Greece Tour.

B. Understanding of Risk.  Participant consents to participation in the 2007 Greece Tour and acknowledges that Participant fully knows and understands that participation may involve risk of serious physical injury or death, financial loss, and emotional distress, including injury or damages that may result from Participant’s own actions, failures to act, omissions or negligence, as well as the actions, failures to act, omissions, or negligence of others, the condition of the facilities or equipment used during the Tour, the condition of areas visited during the Tour, and all other circumstances encountered during the course of the Tour, including,  but not limited to, those in connection with 
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rehearsals, performances, dance workshops, lodging, meals, leisure and educational excursions, transportation to and from ORPHEUS activities in Greece, and other activities and services associated with the Tour.  If Participant has any concerns or questions regarding the risks associated with the Tour, Participant agrees to discuss the risks associated with participation in the Tour with the President of ORPHEUS, Yanni Economou, before signing this document and before the Tour begins. 

C.
Assumption of Risk.  Knowing and understanding the risks involved with participation in the 2007 Greece Tour, Participant voluntarily and willingly assumes responsibility for all risks and dangers associated with Participant’s participation in the Tour.

D.
Indemnification.  Participant agrees that Participant is financially responsible for any losses resulting, in whole or in part, directly or indirectly, from Participant’s participation in the 2007 Greece Tour, including, but not limited to, Participant’s actions, failures to act, or omissions, and will indemnify ORPHEUS, its instructors, board of directors, board members, dance troupe directors, employees, officers, agents, and any individual or person acting on behalf of ORPHEUS for any loss or damage caused, in whole or in part, directly or indirectly, by Participant during the Tour.

E. Release and Hold Harmless.  In consideration of Participant’s participation in the 2007 Greece Tour, Participant waives any and all rights to claims, injuries, damages, losses, judgments, liabilities, causes of action, costs, and expenses against or with regard to ORPHEUS, its instructors, board of directors, board members, dance troupe directors, employees, officers, agents, and any individual or person acting on behalf of ORPHEUS, arising out of or in connection with Participant’s participation in the Tour and releases, holds harmless, and discharges ORPHEUS, its instructors, board of directors, board members, dance troupe directors, employees, officers, agents, and any individual or person acting on behalf of ORPHEUS from any and all liability in connection with any and all claims, injuries, damages, losses, judgments, liabilities, causes of action, costs, and expenses incurred by Participant arising out of or in connection with Participant’s participation in the Tour.

IV.

MISCELLANEOUS

A. Emergency Care.  Participant certifies that Participant is in good health and has no physical condition that would prevent participation in the Tour.  Parent or legal guardian of minor Participant authorizes treatment of minor Participant by a qualified and licensed medical doctor in the event of a medical emergency that, in the opinion of the physician, may endanger minor Participant’s life or cause disfigurement, physical impairment, or undue discomfort if delayed.  This authority is granted only after a reasonable effort has been made to reach a parent or legal guardian of minor Participant.  This provision is agreed to out of my own free will with the purpose of authorizing medical treatment under emergency circumstances in the absence of minor Participant’s parent or legal guardian.
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B.
Photographs/Memorialization of Tour.  Participant consents to photographs, pictures, slides, movies, video, or other media coverage of Participant being taken by or on behalf of ORPHEUS in connection with Participant’s participation in the 2007 Greece Tour without compensation from ORPHEUS and consents to the use by ORPHEUS of photographs, pictures, slides, movies, videos, or other media coverage of Participant taken in connection with Participant’s participation in the Tour for any legal purpose.

V.

ENFORCEABILITY
A. Consideration.  In consideration of participating in the 2007 Greece Tour, Participant agrees to all of the provisions of this Agreement.

B.
Severability.  If any provision of this Agreement is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, void, or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force without being impaired or invalidated in any way.  

C.
Modifications by the Court.  If any provision of this Agreement is held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, void, or unenforceable, the parties authorize such court to modify the Agreement as necessary to make it enforceable to the greatest extent permitted under the law.

D.
Binding Effect, Successors, and Assignment.  This Agreement shall be binding upon Participant, Participant’s successors, assigns, heirs, and personal representatives, and with respect to ORPHEUS and its successors, assigns, heirs, and personal representatives.

E.
Governing Law.  This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Illinois.

I have read this Agreement and fully understand it and its legal significance.  I freely and voluntarily execute this Agreement with the express understanding that right to legal recourse against ORPHEUS, its instructors, board of directors, board members, dance troupe directors, employees, officers, agents, and any individual or person acting on behalf of ORPHEUS is knowingly given up in return for allowing Participant’s participation in the 2007 Greece Tour.  My signature on this document is intended to bind not only myself but also my successors, heirs, representatives, administrators, and assigns.
